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For the compulsory course “Southeast Asian Language 17, students should choose one SEA language (Vietnamese, Indonesian, Thai) from "Dep. of Southeast Asian Studies".
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Due to the complexity of the course arranging, if the students of first grade want to choose the Vietnamese group, he or she needs to select Vietnamese Language course in the 2nd semester

(the Vietnamese course conflicts with the compulsory course “Social Science Research Methods” on Thursday).
