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The course employs a 15-step approach to introduce the fundamentals of
FAT LR social science research methodology: 1. to formulate a research problem, 2.

to cumulate the literature review, 3. to examine the ontological nature of
the research problem, 4. to conceptualize a research design, 5. to operate
research questions into hypotheses, 6. to construct an instrument for data
collection, 7. to select a sample, 8. to write a research proposal, 9. to collect
data, 10. to process data, 11. to finalize the model, 12. to test, 13. to
reexamine and reset the hypotheses, 14. to report the result, 15. to write a

research paper.
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1. To enable students to answer the questions: why conduct research? why
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social science? and why methodology matters in our life, society and
human history?

2. To enable students to convert a research issue into a researchable
question and further design a doable research plan to tackle the
question.

3. To educate students to find the problems, cast doubts to the existing
researches, provide critical point of view, and deliver the solution to
deal with the problems.
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
